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REPORT FROM THE FINANCIAL OFFICE

Churches typically receive the highest percentage of annual donations from October through December and spend the
highest percentage of their budgets from April through June. This was a primary reason Unity adopted a July through
fiscal year.

Based on 201%2016 contributions and spending, we can expect 19% of our annual contributions to be made from Apri
through June and we can expect 29% of our annual spending to occur during the same period. If that pattern holds fo
it will put our budget at about a breaken point.

As we move into the busy spring season, please continue your financial support so that all budgeted activitied can be
and we can move into the next program year financially healthy. As reported last quarter, about 20% of pledges have
paid in full by December 31st.
